Therefore,
a U18 surfer may not turn 19 between January 1 and December 31, 2024. A U16
competitor may not turn 17 between January 1 and December 31, 2024. Proof of
age will be required to compete, and no competitors under 12 years of
age*(exceptional circumstances will be considered)

5) Rip Curl NATIONALS is Open to all surfers, irrespective of nationality.

potential athletes, as there will be several administrative items that will need to be
completed for eligibility well in advance, whether you qualify or not.

4. All nominated travelling Team athletes are 100% responsible for their own: travel
and accommodation costs, travel planning to Tunco, El Salvador; food, equipment
and preparation.

5. SurfCanada strongly recommends that self-selected Longlist athletes to Purchase
a flight that is 100% refundable. Do not wait until after Rip Curl NATIONALS is
completed. Your travel details will need to be submitted well in advance to
SurfCanada, whether you qualify or not.
